She has also provided a sheet outlining the criteria by which she judges. – which is on display with the artworks.  Her overall comment regarding her experience of judging (aside from her comment on judging the work of children as described in the notes she provided) was that she went out of her way to remain objective particularly when she was familiar with some of the artists.
Class 1  Painting – any medium, any subject
1st 
John Donnelly ‘The Red Track’

Subtlety of colour and largest contrast between complementary colours.  Components lead eye in, back and around.  Technique of overlaying paint.  Lovely subtle shade of colour.  Pushed boundaries further than just realism or the obvious.

Linda Nye ‘Deepwater’

Confident handling of paint.  Strong composition, keeping eye in to centre.  Nice contrast of colours –orange/blue.  Read of white and dark lines.  Intensity of line work.

‘Traditional Landscape’ as a sub-category of ‘Painting’, created at the discretion of the judge

1st  Linda Nye ‘Woodside’

Tradition landscape.  Nice contrast between fields and dark areas.  Cleanly painted.  Line work leading movement in and keeping it within the composition.  Well balanced.  Carefully thought out and executed cleanly.

‘Contemporary’ as a sub-category of ‘Painting’, created at the discretion of the judge

1st  Jean Braid ‘Colours of my Life’

Nice variety of different techniques.  Fresh, clean colours – no mud. There were two view points including an aerial perspective – the sense of looking down at trees and a village.  The work demonstrated line, movement, rhythm allowing viewer to put their own imagination into the work, thereby  Inviting viewer to imagine.

Class 2  Watercolour – traditional technique

1st 
Nola Sindel - ‘A Flowering Camellia Japonica’

In the watercolour section, the judge was looking for luminosity, white paper, strong composition, balanced, not overworked, must have contrast between light and dark, depth.

Nola Sindel - ‘Rehearsal’

Empty and full, background is as important as the positive image, balanced composition.  Reflection is done very well.

Class 3  Drawing – including pastel

Louise Jenkins - ‘After the Fish’

Strong contrast between light and dark, good rhythm and movement. The  charcoal  technique was not all smudgy but included variety of techniques and mark making with fine lines and bold lines of various thickness.

Jann Newman – portrait of Sir Henry Parkes

Empty and full, with a balance of space around the portrait. A beautiful expression in portrait with a variety of different techniques – fine lines/blocking, focal point, well centred composition.

Class 4  Print – including digital (non-photo)

Ruth Offer ‘Through the Open Window’

Interesting line work/semi-abstract shapes, falls between realistic & creating abstraction, good depth of field.

1 of 2 prints – therefore and artist’s  edition.  Balanced composition, owl dominations, eye drawn to white in centre – eyes kept in composition.

Variety of technique, colour and balance, contrast between shapes & line work.   Interesting piece.
