Edge is the word in this idiom to focus on. 
The origin of the word edge: 

Being on the edge for the creator of the 
art work can mean different things. For 
some it is the point just before something 
very different and noticeable happens, 
being in an uncertain situation.  
A question many artists face is, when do I 
finish this work, do I finish it now or do I 
just do a little bit more? Am I feeling 
tense, nervous, or irritable? Or am I in a 
state of keen excitement, feeling on the 
edge, because its finally coming to an 
end?  
Being on the edge for the viewer could 
mean excitement/anticipation they are 
about to gain from viewing a work. They 
may feel that the work provides for them 
an intense, sharp, or striking experience.	
  
It may be about taking risks/pushing 
boundaries to come ever closer to your 
creative potential, and not just 
complacently relaxing in your comfort 
zone.  By ‘living on the edge’ in an artistic 
sense, you are opening yourself to be 
more creative, and would have heightened 
feeling and senses - in essence feeling 
more alive’.
